On behalf of the foster Goldens, a special thanks during this holiday sea-
son to those who have helped in so many ways to care for the Goldens 
and find them loving forever homes!   
 
 So far this year, our rescue has taken in over 80 dogs, many of whom 
have already found their “forever homes.”  They include a litter of young 
puppies with their Golden mom Polly from a shelter.  Senior girl Matilda 
and her Golden buddy Isabelle were turned in together.  Isabelle had a 
small cancerous lump removed from her forehead.  Taylor was turned into 
a shelter by his prior owner because he was having seizures.  Cute pup-
pies Elsa and Clover were very sick, and sadly Clover did not survive 
distemper, but Elsa is now happy in her new home.  Senior Goldie came 
to us from a shelter after she tested heartworm positive.  One year old 
Angus was turned into a shelter because his owner could not handle him 
because of his very large size and youthful exuberance.  Seniors Blanche 
and Aurora were turned into a shelter after their owner passed away.  
Cassie was turned into rescue because her owners could not afford her 
medical care.  She has occasional seizures and possible orthopedic prob-
lems which will be evaluated by a specialist.   
 
 Despite the differences in their stories, these Goldens have in common 
two things.  First,  they want a family to love.  Second, they needed Love 
A Golden Rescue volunteers to help them at a crucial time along the way.
